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Abstract

This article explores the inseverable link between ontology and anthropology through a comparative
dialogue between the conflict-based metaphysics of Schelling and the unity-centered philosophy of Mulla
Sadra. The fundamental answer each provides to the problem of "unity and multiplicity" gives rise to two
distinct destinies for the "human condition" and two different modes of ethical life. In Schelling's system,
the "active Ground" is the source of positive evil and inherent conflict. This metaphysics culminates in a
"Tragic Existence," where humanity is locked in a relentless struggle with evil within the abyss of freedom,
and ethics becomes a dreadful act of decision-making. Conversely, Sadrian philosophy regards evil as
privative, arising from "passive quiddity". This perspective leads to a "Wayfaring Being," a hopeful
sojourner advancing toward perfection via "substantial motion,” for whom ethics is a purifying ascetic
discipline. The research demonstrates that this fateful divergence stems from a core metaphysical choice:
whether to conceive of the principle of limitation (Schelling's Ground versus Sadra's quiddity) as a positive
force or a privative one. This foundational ontological decision is shown to directly determine two different
understandings of freedom, ethics, and ultimately, human destiny.
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Introduction & Problem Statement

Every metaphysical system offers an answer to the fundamental question: "What does it mean to be
human?" A philosophy’s formulation of the relationships between Unity and Multiplicity, Good and
Evil, and Necessity and Freedom directly shapes the meaning of human destiny and ethical life. This
research explores this inextricable link between ontology and anthropology through a comparative
dialogue between two luminaries of Eastern and Western thought: Friedrich W. J. Schelling,
representing a pivotal moment in German Idealism, and Mulla Sadra, the founder of Transcendent
Theosophy. The study investigates how their opposing metaphysical responses to the age-old dilemma
of Unity and Multiplicity lead to two entirely distinct anthropologies. Schelling’s metaphysics of
"conflict," which views evil as a positive force, situates the human in a "Tragic Existence." In contrast,
Mulla Sadra’s metaphysics of "unity," which treats evil as privative, paves the way for a "Wayfaring
Being." This paper identifies the fateful point of divergence between these worldviews and traces its
consequences for understanding freedom, ethics, and the purpose of human life. The central hypothesis
is that this divergence stems from a fundamental metaphysical choice concerning the nature of the
"principle of limitation": whether it is conceived as active and positive (Schelling's Grund) or as passive
and privative (Sadra's Quiddity).

Methodology

This research employs an analytical-comparative methodology. The first stage involves a textual
analysis of primary sources notably Schelling's Philosophical Investigations into the Essence of Human
Freedom and Mulla Sadra's The Transcendent Theosophy to independently reconstruct the metaphysical
foundations of each system. This includes explicating key concepts such as Schelling's "Ground" and
"Existence," and Sadra's "Primacy of Being," "Gradational Unity of Being," and "Substantial Motion."
In the second stage, the distinct anthropology and ethical system arising from each metaphysical
framework are deduced and systematically juxtaposed. This comparison aims not only to reveal
differences but also to uncover a deep structural homology in their approach to a shared problem,
ultimately highlighting the key metaphysical choice that separates their philosophical paths.

Discussion
The core of the paper is organized around two central paradigms:

A) Schelling's Tragic Existence: The Struggle in the Rift of Being Schelling’s philosophy emerges
from the crisis of reconciling a rational system with radical freedom in German Idealism. His solution
is to conceive of being itself as inherently dualistic and fraught with tension. Within the Absolute, he
distinguishes two principles: the "Ground" (Grund), a dark, unconscious, self-willing, and contractive
drive, and "Existence" (Existenz), a luminous, rational, universal, and expansive principle. Reality is the
stage for the eternal conflict between these forces, a metaphysics with direct implications for the human
condition:

- Evil as a Positive Force: Evil is not a mere absence of good but a real, active force arising from
the rebellion of the self-willed "Ground" against the universal will of "Existence."

- Freedom as a Formidable Possibility: Freedom is not simply the capacity for good but the
"capacity for good and evil" an un-grounded ability for choice that places the human before the abyss
of a momentous decision.

- The Human as the Site of the Rift: The human being is the locus where this cosmic conflict
becomes self-conscious. They are the battleground for these opposing wills, rendering their condition
inherently tragic.

- Ethics as a Heroic Battle: Ethical life is not the tranquil adherence to rules but a perpetual standing
within this rift, an enduring of tension, and a heroic effort to establish a fragile harmony.

B) Mulla Sadra's Wayfaring Being: The Journey Through the Levels of Being In stark contrast,
Sadra's Transcendent Theosophy presents a metaphysics of unity and harmony. Through the principle
of the "Primacy of Being", Sadra asserts that reality is Being itself. He explains multiplicity through the
theory of "Gradational Unity of Being" the idea that Being is a single reality manifesting in different
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degrees of intensity. In this system, the principle of limitation is "Quiddity", a secondary, conceptual,
and passive construct. This ontology leads to a profoundly different anthropology and ethics:

- Evil as Privation: Evil has no independent existence; it is merely the "absence of perfection”
stemming from the limitations of quiddity at the lower levels of being.

- Freedom as a Process of Perfection: Freedom is not a rupture from necessity but its highest stage.
It is the human capacity to consciously direct the "Substantial Motion" of one's soul toward perfection.

- The Human as a Wayfarer: The human being is a microcosm who potentially contains all levels
of existence. Life is an existential journey a spiritual wayfaring to actualize these levels and ascend the
ladder of being.

- Ethics as Self-Purification: Ethical life is a spiritual discipline aimed at removing the veils of
quiddity and overcoming privative obstacles to attain the highest possible degree of existence, resolving
tension in an ultimate unity with Reality.

Conclusion

This research demonstrates that the choice between the "Tragic Existence" and "Wayfaring Being"
paradigms is rooted in a key metaphysical decision: whether the principle of limitation is conceived as
positive and active (Schelling's Ground) or privative and passive (Sadra's Quiddity). This choice directly
shapes opposed conceptions of evil, freedom, and the ethical goal. The dialogue thus presents two paths
for the human condition: one that accepts intrinsic conflict to affirm tragic freedom, and another that,
through a harmonious order, offers a hopeful journey toward perfection. The research opens new
horizons by posing a final question: is a third way possible that can reconcile the tragic depth of freedom
with the hope for perfection?
